What to look for
in picking the best doubles 
partner for you 

A good
doubles partner will accentuate or add to your tal-
ents. At the club level, it’s pretty
difficult to find a person who has mastered this sport 
that
we call tennis. Some of us may
have good backhands, while some of us will do what-
ever we
can to try and run around it to hit forehands. Some of 
us love to play the net,
while others may try to avoid the net like the 
plague. Some of us are extremely streaky
players – one moment hitting winners left and right, 
while
at times not being able to hit a return to save his
life. On the flip side of that, you may be that
“Steady Freddy”, always getting the ball back in
play. Next time you’re looking
for a partner, try to find that person who is the opposite
of you. If you have a weak
backhand, find the person with a strong backhand. For 
those of you who love rushing the
net, find someone who likes to stay back. And for you 
emotional roller coaster
type players (and you know who you are), look for that
“Steady Freddy”. I think
you’ll find that the player who has the opposite type of
game from yours will add a whole new dimension to 
your game
– and if nothing else, you’ll at least experience the
game from a whole new perspective!

FORM HOLDS DOWN UNDER
Though it was the first grand slam event of the new decade, the two most promi-

nent players of the last decade prevailed against a field of young turks snipping at their 
heels.   Roger Federer and Serena Williams won their respective finals in the Australian 
Open last month, Federer defeating the great British hope Andy Murray in straight sets 
and Williams needing three sets to defeat the surprising Belgian, Justine Henin.

Federer added to his record holding grand slam titles, making it 16 now and widening the gap with 
Pete Sampras’s 14.  Williams, who has now won the Australian event a record 5 times, is tied with Billy 
Jean King with 12 major singles titles.

Henin who has an impressive career of her own with 7 grand slams came out of retirement just 18 
months previously and quickly returned to form to reach this final.  Serena and Justine presented quite a 
contrast.  Serena, her legs wrapped in all kind of bandages, looking like a muscular mummy and Justine by 
contrast looking almost frail at just 5’ 5” and 125 lbs.  Serena with her two-handed power backhand and 
Justine with her one-handed extremely sliced backhand.  Justine extended Serena to a third set and was 
ahead early in that set but Serena prevailed using her blazing serves that hit 120 mph and with pin point 
accuracy.

Murray seemed tight in the first set as Federer played his steady game.  In the second set Murray 
improved but a service break gave Roger the set 6-4.  Andy extended the 3rd set to a long tie breaker that 
Roger won 11-9.

2009 saw some strong tournament performances such as those of Juan Martin del Potro winning the 
U.S. Open, Rafael Nadal winning the Australian Open and Novak Djokovic and Nikolay Davyddenko con-
sistently challenging, but Roger Federer won the French and Wimbledon.  For the  women, Kim Clijsters 
won the U.S. Open and Svetlana Kuznetsova won the French, but Serena won Wimbledon and the Austra-
lian.

Will form prevail for the rest of 2010?  Stay tuned and we’ll see.
